As a parent of a child/children at ________________School I wanted to write to let you know that I strongly support the strike action that you are taking on Thursday the 30th of June.

Articles in the media this weekend report that the Education Secretary Michael Gove wants parents to step in to keep schools open on the day and also that the general public will lose respect for teachers if they take strike action.  In response to this attempt to dissuade teachers from their chosen course of industrial action, I felt it important to make it clear that there are parents who are 100% behind you.  
A School is a place of education NOT a place to dump kids so parents can attend work, as Mr Gove seems to suggest.  Yet again, Mr Gove shows us that he is not concerned for our children but only that we keep on working, and if he gets his way, in the case of public sector workers and Teachers, working for longer, getting paid less and receiving less when they retire.  The inconvenience of having to find childcare at short notice is insignificant in comparison to the seriousness of the situation in which teachers and many other public sector workers find themselves. I feel that my own interests are strongly aligned with teachers in this case as fair pay and conditions for teachers can only benefit the standard of teaching that my child/children receive.
